Additional Note:

One of our clients who is now sober for the first time in many years and has remained sober for one main reason: he is doing the repairs on bikes for our program.  He works for two hours a day five days a week.  His self esteem is better than it has been if years.  He came in  very upset because he is having money taken out of his check and the new paperwork he has to do a “nightmare”. 

As a person on the front line of trying to move people into employment I too find it difficult to convince people that they should work.   Our client will talk to other clients and tell them that it is a big hassle to work.  If he quits he will return to his former lifestyle of drinking and not taking his medications.  The implications and need for people with psychiatric disabilities to work and contribute to their communities is immense.
